· He has a current version of the software for the 5000.  It should be upgraded.

· There is a TFTP server at the lab that Dana will have rights to handle.  Dana will be responsible for the directory structure.
· The memory on the two 2501’s needs to be upgraded.  Someone can take care of the physical installation and Dana can upgrade the software remotely.

· The Fort Collins link is Token Ring.  Dana will need to set up the configuration.

· The three other links are Denver, Bozeman, and Seattle.  They are all Ethernet.

· He would like to add an ATM blade to the 5000.

Dan provided the following information:

· Existing configurations for the lab are saved on the NAS in text files.  Dan will e-mail a copy of them to Dana.
· Dan would like to set up a PC in the room with the equipment and possibly add a Token Ring NIC to it.

· One of the links could be setup as a Frame Relay link.

· The VPN that provides communication from the routing equip to the Citrix server is currently down.  They are working on it and it should be back up shortly.

· Dan suggested that Dana investigate and ask the right questions. Her first objective is to bring the equipment online for use by any of the campuses.
· Dana needs to work on a process for storing IOS backup images for restore.  In this lab environment, she should consider scheduling nightly backups and standard system refreshes.
